Use the included super lube to lubricate the fittings shown below.  



 

 

 
 
 
Connect and secure the included 180º fitting to the line as shown below. Make sure they securely 
lock in place.  
 

 
 



 

⚠ ATTENTION: Before starting installation lock the doors and place the key at least 20 feet 
away from the vehicle. Wait 10 minutes for the vehicle to go to sleep.  
 
Remove the 3rd factory 10 amp switched power fuse. Plug the fuse wire into the fuse box. 
 

 
 
Attach the black ground wire fork to the trucks ground shown below.  
 

 
 
 
 



 

If equipped with a JB4, run the blue wire to the JB4 and plug wire into position #4 on the JB4 25 pin 
harness. Be sure to put the blue wire through the inside of the rubber grommet on the JB4 case.  
 

 
 
If JB4 equipped run the blue wire inside the black rubber grommet to the JB4. Green and brown 
wires are for future use and should be capped off.  
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 

In the JB4 app select WMI Ethanol Setup option 0 to activate the ethanol content sensor.  
 

 
 
Connect the CANflex LED module and either run it inside the passenger compartment or leave it in 
the engine bay with the included silicone cover for protection.  
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 

Remove the engine cover by pulling up. Next disconnect the MAF sensor. Then loosen the clamp and 
remove the factory intake to gain access to the charge pipe.  
 

 
 
 
1. Loosen the hose clamp on the charge pipe under the throttle body. 2. Remove the lower clip by 
pulling it off. Disconnect the sensor on the side of it before removing from the vehicle.

Place a rag under the factory fuel line to absorb fuel during the disconnection process. 
  
⚠ ATTENTION: Line may be under pressure and could spray fuel when separated.  
 
Use the supplied fuel line removal tool to remove the fuel line by pushing it upwards into the fuel line 
connection and pulling the fuel line off.  
 

 
 



 

Assemble the ethanol content sensor, fuel pressure sensor, and fuel lines as shown below.  
 

 
 
 
180º fitting shown below pushes into the factory fuel liebe.  
 

 
 
 



 

Connect the line with the fuel pressure sensor on it to the male fuel line fitting. Be sure to lubricate the 
line before assembly and the cam lock fittings are secure.  
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 

Now attach the 180º fuel line to the car by pushing it into the factory fuel line. Reinstall the metal 
safety clip.
